On October 9, 2012, the then 15-year-old (today she is 23) 
Malala Yousafzai was shot in the head by the Taliban when she 
was on her way home from school. A punishment for taking a 
seat, raising her voice and daring to stand up for girls' rights. But 
the bullet couldn’t silence her. Malala miraculously survived 
and has since become a symbol of the fight for girls' right to 
education. Malala's fight has created a global movement for 
girls' right to schooling with the support of the UN. In 2014, she 
received the Nobel Peace Prize and thus became the youngest 
peace prize winner in history at the age of 17. 
 



 

The attack on Malala showed how 
controversial the issue of girls' 
right to education is still in parts of 
the world. How girls are 
discriminated against and silenced 
every day, precisely because they 
are girls. The assassination attempt 
also showed how important it is for 
the international community to 
stand behind the millions of girls 
who - despite the fact that 
education is a human right - fight 
daily with the risk of their lives to 
go to school.
